We are going to use the topic “Dust Bowl” as we go through several search strategies to compare the types of resources found in different areas of the Library of Congress website. Begin each search from the Library of Congress homepage.
1. Searching Loc.gov
· Type “Dust Bowl” in the Loc.gov Search tool
· Note there are 4,600+ results
· Click on GALLERY VIEW to view the items

2. Searching Digital Collections
· Click on Digital Collections and type “Dust Bowl” in the search box
· As you type, notice the additional search terms that pop up
· Note there are 3 collections with 2,200+ results
3. Searching “Especially for: Teachers”

· Under ESPECIALLY FOR, click on Teachers

· Type “Dust Bowl” in the search box

· Note there are 90+ results

· Click on “The Dust Bowl--Primary Source Sets”

· Click on “Stock watering hole”
· Scroll down to SUBJECTS and note “Dust Storms” is another search term

· Click on Dust Storms—Oklahoma

· Note there are 70+ results

· Click on “Son of farmer in dust bowl area”
